Summary: 

I would like to thank each of you for your prayers for my wife.   She continues to be in 

risk, but is under care,  and in God’s capable and  caring hands.

1. This is the minimum schedule/course change.   It slides one class day into the “November 

break”  but other than that it is just our class using a “discretionary  day”  as a required 

day.
